The TCP/IP ISCS is now ready for sites to transition from the old X.25 network.  

The X.25 broadcast of ISCS data has been extended by two months after the PD-Receive interface software has been distributed by MCI to all end user sites that have signed the End User License Agreement by end of February 2004.

This extension of the X.25 allows for sufficient testing and burn-in of the replacement TCP/IP ISCS network, and provides additional time for the replacement of workstations with those able to process TCP/IP data by end user sites.
