It tracked northward and snapped 

numerous trees and large limbs, including a mix of oak and pine 

trees. The tornado brought down additional limbs near a set of 

power lines and ended with several more snapped oak and pine 

trees just north of the power lines.

A tree fell on a storage shed and 

one home had a piece of aluminum cornice pulled away from the 

home.
