Key Points - May 2024 Pendleton, OR

Monday, June 3

e Temperatures were predominantly near to below normal across the forecast area during May.

e Near- to above-normal precipitation was recorded across the Blue Mountain foothills and
portions of the lower Columbia Basin and Blue Mountains. Elsewhere, mostly below-normal
precipitation was observed during May.

e Drought Monitor conditions worsened across portions of Washington and far northeast
Oregon, but improved across central, north-central, and portions of northeast Oregon.

® Snow water equivalent (SWE) continues to decline with melt-out of SNOTELs having already
occurred except at the highest elevations.

e Temperatures were predominantly near to below normal across the forecast area during
May.

e Near- to above-normal precipitation was recorded across the Blue Mountain foothills and
portions of the lower Columbia Basin and Blue Mountains. Elsewhere, mostly
below-normal precipitation was observed during May.

® Drought Monitor conditions worsened across portions of Washington and far northeast
Oregon, but improved across central, north-central, and portions of northeast Oregon.

® Snow water equivalent (SWE) continues to decline with melt-out of SNOTELs having already
occurred except at the highest elevations.
